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By working together, the two organisations will combine
skills and expertise to achieve their shared vision that
all young people should have a positive experience of
sport from an early age in order to acquire fundamental
sporting skills and encourage lifelong participation.
This will also work towards the government target of
five hours of physical activity each week for every young
person.

One approach to achieving these targets is through the
selective recruitment of all MotiveB schools coaches,

All coaches will be Level 2 qualified in coaching and have
a high level of personal sporting experience.

Motives will tailor sessions ta better fit the needs of the
pupils, offering structure to all sessions using clear planning
with core tasks and measurable planned ocutcomes. There
will be continual monitoring, assessment and evaluation of
the coaches' performance, with all coaches taking partina
continual personal development programme throughout
their time with the company.

The ultimate goals of the partnership are 1o provide
opportunities for all young people to participate in a range
of high quality activities on school grounds, both inside and
outside of school hours. This will enable children to enjoy
sport and develop their potential in a safe and community-
orientated environment, allowing them to undertake
valuable leadership and veluntary roles.

Both arganisations will be constantly develaping new
praducts to enhance schoaols provision, These will include
cross-curricular programmes such as the Visually Impaired
Activity Workshop — raising awareness of the issues
associated with visual impairment.
